BNRC Programs

CAP-C (Community Action Program for Children): Funded by Public Health Agency of Canada

- Lasting Initiative for Everyone (LIFE): Teaches Life Skills for At-Risk, Low-Income Families. Gathering Resources and Services
Program (GRASP): This program is in partnership with Salvation Army Honeychurch Family Life Resource Centre focusing on building
stronger families by teaching family life skills. Community Action for Family Environment (CAP-C CAFE): Provides information with an
educational and health component for high-risk families.

Community Outreach and Volunteer Development: BNRC REACH Project (Residents Engaged to Access Community Health) Project
- Funded by United Way of Peel Region (UWPR) the BNRC REACH project is headed up by community leader Gamett Manning.

Early Lending Library and Peel Manor Intergenerational Program:  Funded by United Way of Peel Region (UWPR)
- The Early Learning Lending Library supports early childhood development learning capacities for parents with their young children. The
Peel Manor Intergenerational Program supports positive engagement between seniors and children.

Employment Finding Support Resource Centre: Funded by the Region of Peel (Ontario Works)
- A complete resource centre that has Internet access, word processing, reference materials, fax and photocopying facilities. Job
seekers can use all resources free-of-charge to enhance their job finding abilities.

Families First: Region of Peel (Ontario Works)

- Families First is a pilot program operated by Ontario Works in partnership with 3 community agencies in Peel (BNRC, DBNC, and CCS)
and the Region of Peel Health Department. The program offers health, recreation and employment support to sole parents and their
children that help families make healthier lifestyle choices.

LINC Program : Language Instruction for Newcomers to Canada funded by Citizenship and Immigration Canada (CIC)

- Newcomers to Canada learn English and improve their speaking, listening, reading and writing skills. A computer lab is available for
students of all levels (literacy to 5). English testing through the Assessment Centre determines student placement in appropriate LINC
level classes. Childminding is available as well.

Ontario Early Years Centre (OEYC) Programs (ages bi  rth — 6 years): Funded by the Ministry of Children and Youth Services (MCYS)

- A range of structured early childhood development programs enable parents to positively interact with their children. Parents learn
lullabies, lap rhymes and finger plays that foster early literacy development. Parents and children are enabled to interact through play.
Francophone OEYC programs are also available.

Settlement Services: The Immigration Settlement Adaptation Program (ISAP) is funded by CIC and the Newcomer

Settlement Program (NSP) is funded by the Ontario Ministry of Citizenship and Immigration (MCI)
Settlement services assist newcomers to Canada in adjusting to their new surroundings. Services offered free-of-charge include:
appllcatlons for permanent residence; health benefits; seniors benefits; affidavits and document translation; and, family reunion and
sponsorship applications. Workshops are also provided through the year. Services are offered in a variety of languages: Hindi, Punjabi,
Urdu, Spanish, Portuguese, Arabic, French, Cantonese, Mandarin, Viethamese, Patois, and Afro-Caribbean.

Multicultural Senior's Social Drop-In:  Funded by United Way of Peel Region (UWPR)
- A recreational and social service that provides older adults the opportunity to come together and meet new friends. Monthly guest
speakers, games, group discussions and snacks are some of the activities enjoyed by the seniors.

St. John Fisher Catholic School:  Funded by Ontario Trillium Foundation (OTF)

- Provides programs for children from birth to 6 years. Programs include drop-ins where parents learn and play with their children;
Mother Goose helps children develop communication, language and literacy skills; Roots of Reading helps develop child literacy skills
and encourages reading; “Ask a Public Health Nurse” makes Registered Nurses available to answer caregiver questions and concerns.

Youth Programs (ages 7-16 years): The BNRC Youth Drop-In Program (ages 12 to 16) is funded by UWPR. The BNRC SERVE

(Social, Education, Recreation, Visioning and Empat  hy) Youth Project (ages 7 to 16) is funded by Ontario Trillium Foundation (OTF)

- Youth — many designated as “at-risk” — have the opportunity to meet, share ideas, discuss issues, go on field trips, get help with their
homework, and get free music lessons. Snacks are provided. The Young Moms Program (ages 13-21) funded by UWPR supports
young moms and moms-to-be through group sessions and information sharing. YEAH Bytes Hate (ages 7 — 18) funded by MCSCS.
Youth HOST Program (ages 12 — 24) funded by CIC supports youth Newcomers to Brampton.

Kerry also
represents BNRC on the Peel Committee Against Woman Abuse (PCAWA)
and Peel Committee on Sexual Assault's (PCSA) Joint Advocacy and
Education Committee, acting as the committee Chair. Over the holiday
season, due to an increase in need across the Brampton and Malton regions
Kerry and Families First tries to provide gifts and clothing for the families that
they serve. Prior to joining BNRC, Kerry was a Crisis Counsellor as well as
Support Group and Outreach Coordinator for the Sexual Assault and Violence

Intervention Services of Halton and a Youth Outreach Worker for the Hamilton AIDS Network. Kerry serves
192 families in the Brampton/Malton community. Kerry has also consistently volunteered in the community,
some events and organizations include: The Port Credit Southside Shuffle, Carpenter Hospice,
Shakespeare Festival of Classics, Halton Multicultural Council and Tansley Homes Non-Profit Housing.
